Since 2004, she has served on the Blackburn College Board of Trustees. She is President
of the Carlinville Public School Foundation and serves as a member of the board for
Kemmerer Village, Catholic Charities, and the Carlinville Public Library. She is also ac-
tively involved in organizations such as Daughters of the American Revolution; Catholic
Daughters of America; Relay for Life; Jacksonville Kiwanis; and, the Macoupin County
Democratic Women’s Organization.
